 Advocacy & Policy - Develop strategies to move 

the HOST work forward at the federal, state, and 

local levels by encouraging HEPA Standard 

implementation through mechanisms such as 

licensing, regulation, and/or organizational policy 

change.  

 Research & Evaluation - Determine the HOST research efforts underway and gaps in the information 

needed to monitor HEPA Standards uptake (awareness and implementation) and impact. 

 Technical Assistance & Implementation - Monitor the needs of OST providers in terms of resources 

and support to implement the HEPA Standards (organizational policies and practices) including 

webinars, trainings, coaching, professional development opportunities, and connect providers with the 

resources that are currently available or collaboratively create those that do not currently exist.
